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Report on the Japan - Canada
Law and Economics Seminar 2006
“Corporate Governance Today: Japan and Canada”

This report is on an open seminar entitled: Japan-Canada Law
and Economics Seminar, held on September 8, 2006 at the Niigata
University. The seminar was held under the program run every
year by the Faculty of Law, Niigata University receiving the
Canadian Studies Development Program Grants (CSDP) from the
Government of Canada and in cooperation with the Faculty of Law,
University of Alberta with which the faculty has concluded an
academic exchange agreement.

The CSDP program, along with other programs such as the
Pacific-Rim Law Course taught by Niigata Law Faculty staffs at the
Law Faculty, University of Alberta, has considerably contributed to
enhance academic exchange scheme between the two institutions. It
is composed of two main events: an intensive lecture series on
“Introduction to Canadian Law and Politics” delivered by a Canadian
academic invited each year from the Law Faculty, University of
Alberta and an open seminar on some topics of Canadian law and
politics.

The CSDP program 2006-2007 was successfully carried out
thanks to Assistant Professor Moin YAHYA invited from the
University of Alberta as the lecturer of Canadian Law and Politics
and to the two academic associations of Niigata University (The Law
and DPolitical Science Association and The Economics Association)
which supported the CSDP program. Especially the open seminar
held under the main theme of “Corporate Governance Today: Japan
and Canada” could promote mutual understandings on the issue
through a comparative and interdisciplinary approach.
